THE FRIENDS OF FAREHAM COMMUNITY HOSPITAL

REPORT 

on Suella Fernandes MP's Health Summit Meeting, 20th July 2017

Health Professionals present:

James Bawn and Rachael Samain, of Community Health Partnerships, who explained CHP's role in managing the Hospital.

Kerry Cooper and Dr Tom Bertram, General Manager and GP Lead for the Better Local Care project, who outlined the plan for a Same-Day Access Hub for GP services, to start in September.

Andy Wood, Chief Finance Officer, Fareham & Gosport CCG, now the Head Lessees for the Hospital, who will oversee the future arrangements for additional services at FCH.

Simon Jupp, from Portsmouth Hospitals NHS Trust, who spoke of the services provided there by PHT.

Sue Leamore, Deputy Director of Strategy, University of Southampton NHS Foundation Trust, who also provide some services.

Karen Jackson, Integrated Services Director, Hampshire County Council, who spoke of HCC's efforts to work with the CCG to provide joined-up treatment and support for patients.

Paula Hull, Interim Executive Director of Operations, Southern Health NHS Foundation Trust, and Sarah Constantine, Consultant Psychiatrist from Southern Health, who spoke of their work at the Hospital.

Suella Fernandes invited questions from the audience.  These included:

· Several questions about the Same Day Access (SDA) service at the Hospital planned to start in September.  Dr Tom Bertram outlined and clarified their plans as discussed at our AGM.  People were concerned about how the existing shortage of GPs would impact on the service and on the existing Practices

How does one get involved in finding out about local health organisations?  Southern Health representatives took the lady's name, and she was also recommended to contact FFCH and Community  Action Fareham.

Does HCC provide a well-being check when patients are discharged after hospital treatment?   Paula Hull will check.

Are there plans to roll out the provision of home visits by GPs, now operating in Gosport, to the Fareham area?    Dr Bertram said that this is being looked at,.

· There were comments that it was not clear what services were actually provided at the Hospital.    It was pointed out that the Friends had printed a leaflet setting these out, available at their display table.
· Clarification was asked about how the Hospital was “managed”.  With so many different organisations involved in both providing services at the Hospital and managing the Hospital, it is confusing for people to understand who does what.  CHP (Rachael Samain & James Bawn) have promised to write a list of which organization is responsible for what service 

· A question was raised about the lack of inpatient mental health facilities in the Fareham area. Southern Health Consultant psychiatrist Dr Constantine replied and explained the current thinking regarding adult & elderly mental health care, and that more support would be given to looking after patients in the Community.
· Questions were asked about the possibility of renal dialysis at the Hospital.  Simon Jupp from PHT confirmed that this was being considered, and that FCH is ideally placed to provide these facilities.  The first stage being looked at is to provide a Home Dialysis (HD) Training Hub for the area and support for people on HD.
In conversation after the close of the event, Karen Jackson from HCC was excited to learn about our plans for an Information Service.  She has offered to provide training and support for the Friends' forthcoming service, by providing us with an iPad loaded with Hampshire’s Voluntary Sector organisations and self help groups.  She will send Jill the information which will then be shared with our next Information Group meeting.
